AGRONOMIC CONSIDERATIONS FOR ALFALFA  
 
   pH should be 6.8- apply lime preferably 1 year ahead of seeding. This is where your first $ should 
be spent for fertility. Applying manure before seeding will be beneficial. Use tillage methods to mix 
into soil so seeding is not done into a band of manure.  For most of Wisconsin a winterhardiness 
number of 3 or lower is needed.  The lower the number, the more winterhardy the alfalfa is.  Fall 
dormancy is measured by how tall the alfalfa will grow in the month following a September 1st 
cutting.  Select a the latest dormancy that meets your winterhardiness rating.  The higher the 
number,  the later the dormancy. 
Optimum Soil Nutrient Target Levels:  pH= 6.8   P=30 ppm  K=150 ppm  Ca=1000 ppm   B=1.5 
ppm   S=15 ppm
